The diagram below shows a spherical surface that is silvered on both sides. Thus, the surface serves as 

double-sided mirror, with one of the sides being the concave and one being the convex side. The principal 

axis, focal point, and center of curvature are shown. The region on both sides of the mirror is divided into 

eight sections (labeled M, N, P, Q, R, S, T, and W). Five objects (labeled 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5) are shown at 

various locations about the double-sided mirror. The image of object 1 would be located in section ______.

The image of object 1 would be located in section S. 

When the object is located beyond C, the image is located between C and F and is inverted. 
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
